ORDERING, STORING and RETURNING TEST RESOURCES
· Order the same Test booklet for each student. Order several copies of a different Test booklet in preparation for students that fail, as students are permitted to re-sit once using a different Test booklet.

· Store all test materials and certificates in a locked cupboard or drawer. Return everything to SDERA after the test, or series of tests. Post to SDERA c/o Statewide Services 33 Giles Ave Padbury 6025.

· Email the Test Register to sdera.co@education.wa.edu.au immediately after each test.

ADMINSTERING THE TEST
· Students can only attempt the test twice as part of the Keys for Life program. Following 2 failed attempts, inform the 'Keys for Life' student to prepare for and sit the test at a Transport DVS centre or agent, where they will undertake a Computerised Theory Test (CTT).
· Test booklets are not permitted to be used for practice purposes, so ensure students are well prepared by using different strategies to help them learn the road rules:

· The Keys for Life Certificate is recognised as a Category C identity and also as proof that the student has already passed the Learner's Theory Test, saving them $18.90 on the Learner’s application fee.
· Learner's Permits are processed at DVS centres and some Aust Post Offices, 8:30am-3:45pm Monday to Friday.
