 A (Achieved) = student completed all course requirements (ie attended at 
least 80% of lessons; completed/submitted BTW journal; and attempted 
but did not necessarily pass the test). 

 N (Not Achieved) = student did not meet course requirements (ie did not 
complete/submit a journal, did not participate in 80% lessons, did not sit test). 

 W (Withdrawn) = student did not complete the course (eg left school).
